Arrest of fugitives through INTERPOL

In 2024, the FIA Cyber Crime Wing made significant progress in combating cybercrime.
During this period, 1,664 cases were registered, with 826 proceeding to the judicial stage.
Of the 3,517 accused individuals, 2,069 were successfully arrested, along with 38
proclaimed offenders and 12 court absconders.

IBMS Phase-ll
is in the process of being deployed across all
border checkposts. The latest version is
integrated with ten national databases to

provide comprehensive border security
screening and verification.
The system encompasses protector

verification, UV inspection capabilities, and
advanced security protocols, establishing a
robust multi-layered security framework
that  strengthens Pakistan's border

management capabilities.

In order to improve the prosecution of
cases and the conviction rate, FIA hired
the services of 60 new Prosecutors.

On the legislative side, comprehensive
amendments have been proposed by FIA
in the Prevention of Electronic Crimes Act,
2016, Foreign Exchange Regulation Act,
1947, Prevention of Smuggling of Migrants
Act, 2018, Prevention of Trafficking in
Persons Act, 2018 and Emigration
Ordinance, 1979.
